PASSPORT REGULATIONS.

APPLICATIONS for Foreign Oﬂlce passports most be made in writing, and
inelosed in o cover, addressed to ** Her Majesty's Secretary of State, Foreign
Office, London,” or to an Agens at one of the specified ontports, with the word
“ Passport ' consplononsly written on the cover.

The charge on the issue of a passport, whatever number of persons may be
named in it, i3 two shillings, which snm includes sixpence stamp duty.

Foreign Office Passports are granted only to British-born subjects, or to
citizens of the fonian States, or to such Forelgnersas have become naturalised
either by Act of Parliament or by a certificate of naturalisation granted by
the Segretary of State for the Home Department. When the party is o
“ naturalised British snbject,” he will be go designated in his passport ; and if
his certificate of naturalisation be dated subsequently to the 24th of August,
1830, his passport will be marked as good for one year only ; bot this regu-
lation will not precinde any person whom it affects from olatunﬂng, Aab any
fature period. on his prod his old pas-port, a fresh g t for a further
limited period of one year, without iming requirct] to pay a fresh charge.

Pagsports are issued at the Foreign Office, between the hours of eleven and
four on the day following that on which the application for the passport has
been received at the Foreign Office.
